Many didn’t want the US to interfere in the affairs of other countries.  They wanted the US to pull out troops from Iraq and Afghanistan.  More people want the prisons at Guantanamo Bay to continue. However, it was disheartening to note that most students were not aware of everyday affairs like who their US senators were.  Overall, the situation seems to be that of a highly opinionated student crowd, though it is evident that they need to be better informed.
