A cohort study on the epidemiology of malaria with a migrant population of hypoendemic Brazilians from the Amazons threw up some very enlightening and intriguing facts. Of the 30,00,000 malaria cases that affect the world every year, Africa accounts for major share while Brazil too is high ranking among malaria affected countries in America.  During the 1970s the number of malaria cases were noted and it was also seen that a major share of them had their origins in Brazil. The studies that were conducted included methods like follow-ups, going through and analysis of records and using of Cox regression to measure the risk factors.   This research finds risk factors, the reasons for the high rates of occurrences, and helps to provide data to agencies that are involved in taking preventive measures against the rampant spread of malaria in the region.

The research also studied the results that are obtained and homogenous patterns were seen in the affliction of the disease and the treatment that was being administered.  Migration patterns of the people also seemed to be correlated.  Only very few people seemed to remain unaffected by the malaise of malaria.  Healthcare in the studied areas appeared to be similar.  When considering the risk factors that could cause recurrence of the disease, it was seen that the lack of proper follow up of the treatment was the culprit. Follow up helped best in combating recurrence of the disease. The results of such studies can help future researchers and also those groups involved in remedial and corrective measures. It was seen that the number of studies were too little compared to the numerous risk factors and the number of afflictions within the group.  Indeed, more research, experimentation and action is absolutely essential in order to effectively fight this major problem of malaria in the migrant Brazilians of the Amazons.
